Updated Guidance on Face Coverings

In line with newly published government guidance on face coverings in schools, our advice
to parents and students is that we do not advise that students wear face coverings in school,
however secondary students will be allowed to wear an appropriate face covering (i.e. a
mask made of plain material) in corridors only should they wish. Students should ensure that
their hands have been washed or sanitised when putting on or taking off the mask and that
when not being worn it is kept in a sealable plastic bag. Masks that get wet should be
disposed of.
