options available to them 

3. Ensure your child attends interviews they may be called to on time 

4. Engage with the Careers advice that is sent out through social media, on the website and handed 

to students in school 

5. Encourage your child to log into & register with Unifrog; the online careers platform subscribed to 

by school www.unifrog.org
