Re: Year 8 Relationship Education 

 

We believe that promoting the health and well-being of our pupils is an important part 

of their overall education. We do this through our Personal, Social and Health Education 

(PSHE) curriculum. This looks at many topics including relationships, both physical and 

emotional health and living in the wider world.  

In line with government guidance, it is important that students have all the information 

that they need to live a safe and fulfilled life in society.  

Please be aware that the focus of this PSHE topic in Year 7 and 8 is relationship and health 

education, not sex education. 

Therefore, in March we will be looking at the topics of; 

• How puberty makes you feel 

• The law around relationships 

• Staying safe in relationships 

• What is a healthy and unhealthy relationship? 

 

We know that the presentation of sexual images in social and other media makes it 

important that all young people have a place to discuss pressures, check facts and 

dispel myths. 

During the lessons pupils will be able to ask questions, which will be answered factually 

and, in an age-appropriate manner. Each pupil's privacy will be respected, and no one 

will be asked to reveal personal information.  
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Due to the nature and importance of these topics it is therefore the expectation that all 

students will be in these lessons.
